They OPPOSE the Right to Organize – They are  
adamantly against the Employee Free Choice Act.

They OPPOSE Job Creation – They are against congressional efforts  
to save jobs in our communities and investments in the nation’s infrastructure.

They OPPOSE the Minimum Wage – They want to  
roll back gains in the Federal Minimum Wage.

They are OPPOSED to Social Security – The Tea Party supports 
candidates who would privatize the Social Security System and hand 

it over to the Wall Street speculators who wrecked our economy.
